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Vehicle News Service 
 
The Vehicle News Service covers events in the automotive industry in India, China and ASEAN. News items 
which have a link to the above countries and to other parts of the world are also covered. 
 
The service is offered on-line, and news is added throughout the day, from 9:00 am IST onwards. 
 
More than 30 news items are added every day.

In this example, a filter is applied to extract news only for Hong Kong. The data is displayed in chronological 
order, most recent news item first. 
 
Various filters can be applied: on country, on make group, on make (brand) and on category.

A filter can also be applied by multiple makes. The example here limits the output to Ferrari and 
Lamborghini.

It is also possible to apply multiple filters on the news selection, such as country and category: in this 
instance, all news regarding new models and versions for China are filtered.

News items can be viewed by clicking on the title, which acts as a hyperlink and causes the item to pop up. 
 
It is also possible to cycle through the articles in the selection sequentially by clicking on the red arrows 
within the pop-up box.

Apart from viewing the news items on-screen, the news items can also exported to Word in an RTF file. This 
is based on the selection of the user, but individual articles can also be picked out. An example of the output 
is shown on the next page. 
 
This functionality is useful to prepare a ‘reader’ on a particular country, brand or subject. 
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Screenshot 6: report in Word RTF format 
 

 
 
The report output in Word RTF format includes the date of the news item, the headline, body text and 
(optionally) the source of the news article. 
 
Documents in RTF format can be saved as MS Word Documents as well.
